Make sure you answer all parts of the question and develop your ideas fully. However, please limit each response to 2 to 8 sentences. You must type your answers and print this document to submit in class. This assignment will count as a quiz grade. It is due on the first day of school.

_____/10 points: Why did you CHOOSE this book? Did it live up to your expectations? Would you recommend this to your peers?
_____/ 10 points: What is the LESSON that you are taking away from this book?  What mark has this book made on you?
_____/10 points: Choose a MINOR CHARACTER in the book. Describe his/her physical appearance, personality, and relationship to a main character. 
_____/10 points: What is the SETTING of the book? In other words, when and where does the story take place? 
_____/15 points: Think about the MAIN CHARACTER. What personal characteristics and circumstances put him or her in conflict with his or her community, culture, or society and hold him or her back from desires and needs? 
_____/15 points: What is the MAIN CONFLICT of the book? Summarize the story briefly, highlighting the conflict and making sure to go in chronological order. 
_____/10 points: Describe, in detail, your favorite or least favorite moment of the PLOT. Explain why it is your favorite or least favorite moment. 
_____/15 points: Do you think this book should remain on the Form I summer reading list? Explain why or why not, considering appropriateness, relevance to the seventh-grade age group, and value as a work of literature.
